Chemistry

Aim

This A level course focuses on the understanding and application

of chemistry concepts. A level chemistry gives students an

excellent grounding for higher education by developing practical

skills applicable to a variety of industrial contexts, as well as

problem solving and critical thinking skills.

Content

The course is divided into physical chemistry, organic chemistry

and inorganic chemistry. Physical chemistry covers topics including

atomic structure, bonding, energetics, rates of reaction and

electrochemistry. Organic chemistry covers key classes of organic

compounds and their reactions, including alkanes, alkenes,

halogenoalkanes and aromatic compounds. Inorganic chemistry

includes the study of the alkaline earth metals, the halogens and

the transition metals.

Assessment

Three A level papers at the end of the 2-year course:

• Paper 1 - 120 minute exam worth 35%

• Paper 2 - 120 minute exam worth 35%

• Paper 3 - 120 minute exam worth 30% Why choose chemistry?

Studying chemistry can lead to employment in a range of

professions, including forensic science, environmental science and

pharmacy. It is essential for anyone wishing to study medicine.
